The Board reviewed the current financial report.

Mr. Bofenkamp reported on general maintenance
issues for the District.

Director Sobczak had nothing to report.

Chair Stitt reported that the pool will close on
September 6" . Chair Stitt said the pool needs to be
re-plastered and an invitation to bid was placed in the
Aurora Sentinel. The only bid received was from
Front Range Recreation, with a bid to re-plaster both
pools in the amount of $78,420.00 and to replace the
waterline tile in both pools in the amount of
$15,510.00. Upon motion duly made by Chair Stitt,
seconded by Director Dionisio, and unanimously
carried, the Board approved the bid.

Director Mehl reported that Gold Rush Park irrigation
is still a major issue. There have been electrical issues
and pump issues. A pump specialist may be needed to
resolve the issues. Mr. Bofenkamp has been
replacing sprinkler heads in the park due to a labor
shortage at Co-Cal.

Director Mehl also reported on the special meeting
conducted at the Gold Rush Park. Nine items of
importance to nearby homeowners were brought up.
Those items are included in the special meeting
Minutes.

Director Sobczak suggested adding walkways around
all parks. Director Sobczak will also have an
inventory of Big Rock Park prepared for the next
meeting.

Director Walker reported that an Invitation to Bid will
be published in the Aurora Sentinel for the installation
of park amenities in Big Sandy Park.
